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Since the 2002 Council conclusions, the EC's mandat intervention in the
DPRK is limited to Humanitarian Aid and Food SeturiAfter a long presence
and intervention in the fields of Health and Watand Sanitation, and upon
assessment of the humanitarian situation, DG ECH®ed their technical office in
Pyongyang in May 2008.

Regarding more particularly the food situation, thaderlying challenges now
facing the DPRK are structural in nature and the'sElBnger-term development
co-operation instruments (DG EuropeAid) provide aoren suitable response
mechanism than the Humanitarian Aid one (DG ECHO).

Until 2004, aside from DG ECHO's actions, the E@ BG EuropeAid, focussed
primarily on food aid and support to, and/or reli@bion of, the agricultural
sector; through supplies of agricultural productsd aequipment, essentially in the
two granary provinces of South Hwanghae and Sowtbndgan. DG EuropeAid's
sole technical counterpart was therefore the Minisf Agriculture (MoA).

Supplies of agricultural or other equipment neagssdo tackle food
security-related issues are now under discussiometo for instance, also provided
to the Province of North Pyongan or others; andotiber beneficiary institutions
than the MoA.

More particularly upon adoption of the EC's 2007420Food Security Thematic
Programme (FSTP), EC-funded aid to the DPRK hafieghitowards an approach
which aims at Linking Relief, Rehabilitation and V@®pment (LRRD). Therefore,
the FSTP not only supports the agricultural pradaésector, but also aims at
improving food security for the poorest and mostnetable groups (in particular
children, pregnant women, disabled, retired anderldpeople); both in rural and
urban areas. It also tackles issues impacting an dgricultural sector such as
deforestation, erosion and watershed managementetherth through more
environment-focus projects, or by mainstreaming tisisue as a sub-component of
projects addressing other food security aspects.

Under the LRRD component, the FSTP is thereforeticp&arly looking into
-among others- a community-based approach, sefitel production facilities,
introducing innovative resource-efficient technadgsgon farms, training and promoting
diversified crops and crop systems, post-harvestritent and primary agricultural
products processing, creating sustainable emplaymessibilities and promoting the
