Japanese PM Urges DPRK to Take UN Resolution “Seriously”

 Japanese Prime Minister Taro Aso on Saturday urged the Democratic People's Republic of Korea (DPRK) to take the UN Security Council resolution "seriously," local media reported.

    "We demand North Korea take seriously the international community's unbending message in the resolution and comply with it," Aso said in a statement shortly after the UN Security Council adopted the resolution over Pyongyang's May 25 nuclear test.

    He also said countries "must work together in executing measures based on the resolution," adding that Japan "will quickly move into action in order to secure the effectiveness of the resolution," according to Kyodo News.

    The UN Security Council on Friday unanimously adopted a resolution condemning the recent nuclear test conducted by the DPRK and imposing new sanctions.
